“Electricity companies in for a huge shock ... of their own making”
Feelings are reaching boiling point in Mid Wales as a result of ongoing consultations about proposals by National Grid and Scottish Power Energy Networks to build a new 20 acre electricity substation and a massive network new High Voltage transmission lines across mid Wales. 

CPRW, like many other groups and local communities is encouraging individuals not to choose between the two options being proposed for the site of a new substation but to simply Say No to both and oppose the continuing charade of Mid Wales’s  renewable energy saga.  
Responding to these current proposals, Peter Ogden, Director of the Campaign for the Protection of Rural Wales said 

“We warned everyone more than five years ago that this would happen, when the Assembly Government cherry picked massive areas of Mid Wales uplands and proposed they were ripe for wind farm development. Few in Cardiff listened and now the chickens are well and truly coming home to roost... big style !
These substation and power line proposals potentially represent a shameful and depressing epilogue for Mid Wales’s landscapes and the death knell scenes of WAG’s disgraceful and short sighted on shore wind theatrical comedy of errors. 
Apart from the farce of the Assembly finally realising that they put the renewable energy cart before the horse, giving consent to a procession of massive pylons and high voltage power lines, will probably trump even the impact of wind farms as being the most despised scars on this landscape. 

CPRW is therefore urging local people to turn up to the two meeting organised in Welshpool in the coming days and show their strength of feeling to oppose these plans. 

We are joining with other groups to encourage everyone who cares about this part of rural Wales not to be seduced into choosing between two rotten apples in this unpopular renewable energy barrel but simply to reject them both.  Why should local people decide how best to permanently scar their surroundings for generations to come?
For CPRW’s part, it will be objecting to this tangled mess of proposals in their entirety and challenging the prospective Assembly candidates for Montgomery to come clean, admit where they stand and more importantly say how they will represent the voices of their constituents on this matter !!
